NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of
the Tcwn of Secaucus that Section 127-58B - “Designation of Locations
at or Near Private Residences” shall be amended by adding the
following location:

It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that this ordinance
would have been adopted 1f such iilegal, invalid, or unconstitutional
provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part had not been
included therein, and if such persons or circumstances, to which
the ordinance or part thereocf is held inapplicable, had been
specifically exempted therefrom.

SECTION 3
REPEALER

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that all other ordinances or parts of
ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed,
to the extent of such inconsistency.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 127 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF
SECAUCUS ENTITLED “VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC” UPDATING PARKING
LOCATIONS ON WOOD AVENUE

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council recognize that the safety of all motorists,
passengers, pedestrians, residents and visitors; and

WHEREAS, the Town enacted §127-1 et seq. to alleviate dangerous situations on the
Town’s streets, promote safe passage for motorists and vehicles, to address tratfic tlow, and
specify penalties for violations; and

WHERFEAS, upon the review and recommendation of the Secaucus Police Department,
Engineering Department and Fire Official, the Mayor and Council have determined that updates
to the Ordinance for Wood Avenue are warranted in the interest of pubiic health and safety.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Town of
Secaucus, County of Hudson, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. Chapter 127 entitled “Vehicles and Traffic,” §127-23 “Schedule I: No Parking” of the Code of
the Town of Secaucus be, and is hereby amended and supplemented to read as follows: (additions are
indicated in bold, deletions are indicated by strikethreughs):

§ 127-23. Schedule I: No Parking.

In accordance with the provisions of §127-7, no person shall park a vehicle at any time upon any of the
following described streets or parts of streets:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 117 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF
SECAUCUS ENTITLED “STREET AND ROAD OPENINGS” UPDATING PERMIT
AND INSPECTION FEES

WHEREAS, the Town enacted §117-1 et seq. to address opening, excavation or
blockage of any roadway within its jurisdiction through a permit process to ensure that roadways
are maintained in a safe and proper manner; and

WHEREAS, upon the review and recommendation of the Town’s Engineering
Department, the Mayor and Council have determined that updates to the Ordinance are
warranted in the interest of the public.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Town of
Secaucus, County of Hudsen, State of New Jersey, as follows:

I. Chapter 117 entitled “Street and Road Openings,” §117-12" “Public Utilitics” of the
Code of the Town of Secaucus be, and is hereby amended and supplemented to read as follows:
(additions are indicated in bold, deletions are indicated by strikethroughs):

§117-12.  Public utilities,

A. Any public utility subject to regulations by the Board of Public Utility Commissioners of
this state may, in lieu of security deposits required in § 117-4, execute a bond in the penal sum of
twenty-thousand-dolars-{$20;6085 twenty-five thousand dollars (525,600.) to the Town and file
same with the Construction Official. Such bond shall be conditioned upon compliance with the
applicable provisions of this chapter. In lieu of filing certificates of insurance as provided in §
117-3, a public utility may file with the Construction Official evidence certifving that it is
qualified as a self-insurer pursuant to the appropriate statutes of this state. The provisions of this
chapter shall not apply to the installation of public utility poles and anchors.

B. Permit and inspection fees for public utilities shall be in accordance with § 117-5.



D.C. Each bond filed pursuant to this chapter shall be in a form satisfactory to the Municipal Counsel
and shall remain in effect for a period of one (1) year after the last restoration work under any permit
which has been completed and accepted by the town. '

2. All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

3. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, subdivision, clause or
provision so adjudged and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be valid
and effective.

4. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication in accordance
with law.
