inapplicakility shall not affect or impair any of the remaining
provisions, clauses, sentences, subsections, words, or parts of the
regulation or their application to other persons or circumstances.
It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that this ocrdinance
would have been adopted if such illegal, invalid, or unconstitutional
provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part had not been
included therein, and if such persons or circumstances, to which
the ordinance or part therecf is held inapplicable, had been
gpecifically exempted therefrom.

WHEREAS, the Taxpayer has further agreed to waive statutory pre-judgment

interest on the tax refund; and



WHEREAS, the Town Tax Assessor has agreed to the reduction in Assessed
Value on the real property for the subject Tax Years in accordance with the settlement;
and,

WHEREAS, the agreed upon reductions in Assessed Values has resulted in a total
tax recapture by the Taxpayer for the property of $195,124; and

WHEREAS, the total tax recapture shall be provided to the Taxpayer as follows:
$97,562 as a credit and $97,562 as a refund; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body has determined that it is in the best interests of
the Town of Secaucus o adjust the Assessed Values on the subject real property in
accordance with the terms of settlement set forth herein.
