WHEREAS, per the recommendation of the Deputy Town Clerk, an update to the fee
provisions is warranted to reflect the cost of birth certificate copies and the filing
of amendments to marriage, death and birth certificates.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Town of Secaucus,
County of Hudson, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. §31-1 and §31-2 of the Code of the Town of Secaucus be, and is hereby amended
and supplemented to read as follows: (additions are indicated in bold):

§ 31-1. Findings and purpose.

As part of the Agreement between the County of Hudson and the United
States Attorney's Office, commencing in September of 2006, the Town of Secaucus
will issue death and marriage certificates—- and, commencing in July of 2015,
birth certificates.

§ 31-2. Fee schedule.
A. Marriage licenses:
(1) Fifteen dollars ($15.) for the first certified copy of a marriage

certificate and five dollars ($5.) for each subsequent copy.

B. Death certificates:
(1) Fifteen dollars ($15.) for the first certified copy of a death
certificate and five dollars ($5.) for each subsequent copy.

C. Birth certificates:
(1) Fifteen dollars ($15.) for the first certified copy of a birth
certificate and five dollars ($5.) for each subsequent copy.

D. Filing of Amendments:
(1) Ten dollars ($10.) per filing of an amendment to any certificate
above.

2. There are no other changes to this Chapter of the Code of the Town of Secaucus.

4. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section,
subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of this
Ordinance shall be deemed to be valid and effective.
