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ORDINANCES FOR PUBLIC HEARING

The following ordinance was read for public hearing: No. 2020-17

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 127 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF SECAUCUS ENTITLED
“VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC” DESIGNATING A PORTION OF ALLEN TERRACE AS A ONE-WAY ROADWAY

WHEREAS, Chapter 127 of the Code of the Town of Secaucus addresses various
topics concerning vehicles and traffic in the Town in the interest of safety,
including but not limited to the designation of streets as one-way; and

WHEREAS, the Secaucus Police Department’s Traffic Division has reviewed traffic
patterns and data, and obtained resident input regarding the direction of Allen
Terrace; and

WHEREAS, the Secaucus Police Department’s Traffic Division, in consultation
with the Engineering Department and Fire Department, has recommended a roadway re-
design which makes part of Allen Terrace a one-way street to calm the traffic flow and
to allow for safer roadway environment in this area; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council accept the Department’s recommendation in the
interest of motorist and pedestrian safety and believe that an update to Chapter 127
is needed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Town of
Secaucus, County of Hudson, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. Chapter 127 entitled “Vehicles and Traffic,” §127-29 “Schedule VII: One-Way
Streets” of the Code of the Town of Secaucus be, and is hereby amended as follows:
(deletions are indicated by eresseouts; additions are indicated in bold):

§ 127-209. Schedule VII: One-Way Streets.

In accordance with the provisions of § 127-13, the following described streets or
parts of streets are hereby designated as one-way streets in the direction indicated:

Name of Street Direction Limits

Allen Terrace East Starting at the intersection of Stonewall Lane
and Allen Terrace for a distance of 188 feet in
a westerly direction.

2. There are no other changes to this Article of this Chapter of the Code of the
Town of Secaucus.

3. All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby
repealed.

4. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section,
subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of this Ordinance
shall be deemed to be valid and effective.

5. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication in
accordance with law.

6. Appropriate signage denoting the above shall be posted in accordance with all
applicable regulations.

IT IS FURTHER ORDAINED that the remainder of this Chapter 127 of the Code of
the Town of Secaucus shall remain in full force and effect.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Town of

If the license plate for the person utilizing the parking

space at the above listed address changes, then the parking
space designation shall be changed to the new plate with proof
from the resident that it is for the same person that the person
is still entitled to handicapped parking.

SECTION 2
SEVERABILITY

if any provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part thereof is held illegal,
invalid, or unconstitutional, or inapplicable to any person or circumstance,
such illegality, invalidity or unconstitutionality, or inapplicability shall not
affect or impair any of the remaining provisions, clauses, sentences, subsections,
words, or parts of the regulation or their application to other persons or
circumstances. It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that this ordinance
would have been adopted if such illegal, invalid, or unconstitutional provision,
clause, sentence, subsection, word or part had not been included therein, and if such
persons or circumstances, to which the ordinance or part thereof is held inapplicable,
had been specifically exempted therefrom.

SECTION 3
REPEALER

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that all other ordinances or parts of ordinances
inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of such
inconsistency.

SECTION 4

EFFECTIVE DATE
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BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that this ordinance shall take effect upon passage and
publication as provided by law.
